The pants also
have more separated flow than |
expected. | putthe 100 degree screw
heads on the right pant and cam-
locks on the left. It is easy to see the
improvements with the screw heads.

Thefuel capdepressionalsodisturbs
air which eventually re-attaches.

Editor: Note the cleanarea aftofthe
left gear leg. Either the fairing is not
flush with the pant surface or there is
air leaking out from the intersection.
